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My interpretation of IWD therefore is a celebration of
women who break biases, champion equity and
empowerment. My journey at the NDC has been one of
resilience, excellence and breaking boundaries,
serving as proof that leadership, strategic
thinking and military expertise know
no gender.

In closing, | would like to echo the
words of Dr Ngozi Okonjo that we

need to ensure that women are not just
participants but key decision makers in
strategies and policies that impact the
world.
